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LET THE RIGHT ONE IN
Which illegal immigrant deserves to be in the U.S.? 

	Nothing will stop the illegals.  Even though the government tries to reinforce the border between the U.S and Mexico, and has introduced laws against illegals, and has conducted raids, they will NOT GO or stop coming.  For illegals, this is the place, the country of opportunities, and they will hold on to it for as long as they can, or until the United States REALLY decides to send them back from wherever they came.  Obviously, the decision belongs to the government: either they face it and explain the use of these immigrants to the country or they let go of the cheap labor and put to work all the people who are dependent on welfare or any other government aid to make up for the under-paid labor.  
	The solutions are not simple; the government would have to make many sacrifices to reach the desirable goal.  Many people would not be happy with the results, but the government needs to do whatever is best for this country.  If the solution is to get rid of many hard labor illegal employees and give these jobs to the native citizens, then it needs to be done.  If the other solution is to give a chance to the illegals to be part of this country and contribute, then that needs to be done.  
Unfortunately, the worst thing that the Federal Government does is to lay back and to pretend that this problem is not worth discussing.  Meanwhile, fed up with Washington, the states have decided to take matters in to their own hands by enforcing immigration laws themselves.  By all means, blame the illegals and the countries that they come from.  Pretend to do a little bit of this and a little bit of that to fix the problem.  What are the results?  Misunderstandings and a lot of wasted time and money, with no chance of any solution. 
Pretend you didn’t see
	 Who is to blame?  I’m sure that the illegals don’t go to the meat factories, or to the fields, or any other place where they can get a job with a gun in their hand and force the employers to hire them.  These people work because many employers don’t want to pay more nor give any benefits.  The best target for this type of special job is the illegals, for the reason that they only want to work and live in the present.  
Many companies don’t care for the well being of their workers and the best of all is that if any of the illegals get sick, or get into an accident or any other unfortunate event, they simply get fired and they hire the next illegal immigrant in line.  The factories claim that they need cheap labor to satisfy the demands of the people in this country and that the native born won’t do these types of jobs.  
Who gets hired and who doesn’t is the companies’ job.  The government knows what is happening, but pretends not see it and lets the companies do whatever they want.  The companies can hire illegals and be immune of any charge, and even though the E-Verify program can help them identify illegals by checking the status of the person, they only pretend to use it.  Bacon states “The SB2988, requires employers to use E-Verify and gives them immunity for hiring undocumented workers if they do.”   Making matters worse, the employees get the blame for working illegally and are being accused of fraud. 
According to the Editorial of the NYT “The law was aimed at criminals who steal the identity of a particular individual and do not just use random numbers…. Prosecutors used the threat of long sentences and unwarranted charges to coerce the workers into forgoing a trial and pleading guilty to lesser charges. A guiding principle of American law is that the punishment must fit the crime. The Supreme Court upheld this principle by insisting that undocumented immigrants who use false papers to get work be punished only for what they did.”  In other words, many illegals are being charged with sentences that they don’t deserve, and all this just because they want to work.
Anything you can do I can do better
	In the meantime many U.S. citizens claim that they would do the job that the illegals are doing and that they would do it better.  But the fact is that the companies don’t want to risk hiring a native citizen because they need people that do a job without complaining, and do it without questioning the boss.  Companies don’t want people who stand for themselves nor ones that they can’t manipulate situations however they want. 
Once, when a company lost all of its employees to a raid, hundreds of native born lined up for jobs that the illegals were doing.   Schlafly states: “Within hours of the news that 261 illegals had been removed from the Swift plant in Greeley, Colo., American citizens lined up to fill the vacated jobs. The county employment agency received 230 job applications, of which 157 were specifically for Swift.”  Basically, Shlafly is saying that this would discard the theory that illegals are here to do the jobs that Americans won’t do and the need of guest workers.
Eventually, the native born would have to step in and claim their rights to be hired instead of the illegals.  But why so many native born citizens blame the illegals?  Immigrants are not in charge of the jobs distribution.  In any case the ones who should be held responsible is the government for letting all of this happen.  Nevertheless, the immigrants will always be the ones to blame for not belonging to this beautiful country and having entered it illegally.
It is like a game of give and take
	The government knows how much the illegal immigrants help to contribute to this country and like Carabelli says: “The National Immigration Law Center finds that: undocumented immigrants contribute approximately $8.5 billion to Social Security and Medicare funds annually while the [IRS] has determined that undocumented immigrants paid almost $50 billion in federal taxes from 1996 to 2003.” 	
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)[image: ]I believe that there are many people that still won’t recognize that the government is, in a way, permitting all of this to happen.  Once the illegal immigrants cross the border it is like a safety zone.  Best of all is the free benefits they can receive once they are in this country.  Many of these benefits are health care, education, and many more social programs where they can obtain free food and other types of help.   All these benefits can sometimes be abused by the illegals.  There is no way to know who does it, and who doesn’t, but many honest illegal people are being judged for what some abusive and bad illegals are doing.
For the state this is a problem, but for the federal government, it is just an inconvenience, not a major problem.  Like Carabelli states: “State governments thus recognize the economic contributions from illegal immigrants and may be content to funnel the cost of educating illegal-alien school children down to local governments.  It benefits the federal government, but not state or local governments that have to deal directly with immigrant-dense populations….”   In a way the Federal Government is letting the state to deal with the problem.   Although the illegals get some benefits, the government is taking advantage of them by giving them at the moment support, and then later kicking them out of the country like disposables.  In the end, the illegals have no claim at all of the social security or any retiree program.  It’s like a game of take this and I will give you that.
The fierce urgency of now 
	There are only two possible solutions and whatever gets chosen we have to commit to it and do it completely with no hesitation about it.  Like I said earlier, either we introduce the illegals to society or we send them out of the country.  It is not going to be easy and any of those solutions is going to be hard to proceed and it will bring many consequences, either good ones or bad ones.  Families can be destroyed, businesses in bankruptcy, the worst downfall of the economy, and many more troubles.   But we are ready.  IT IS TIME.  
	First solution: The best way to introduce the illegal immigrants to society is by choosing THE RIGHT ONES, the ones that don’t abuse being here and that have good intensions.  The best way to do this is by making them have their fingerprints in record and by checking if they have any criminal records.  Introduce a penalty for being in the US illegally for a specific amount.  Then give them a number and identification, so that the Department of Homeland Security can keep track of them.  
	The children of the illegals can become part of society too by offering them the opportunity to study and later to help the country.  Mertens explains that the government can incorporate these children into society by passing the Dream Act.  He says: “The DREAM Act would offer legal status and a path to citizenship to children and young adults who were brought to the US illegally and who attend college or serve in the military…The bill would benefit students and graduates who have been in the country from a young age and have integrated considerably into American society”
One other big thing is to reinforce the borders so that no more illegals can come to the US.  The borders should be closed to any illegal, which includes Canada and Europe, or any other county.  The people who get to be selected to stay in this country have to be part of the culture and integrities of the US. Like the Australian Prime Minister John Howard once said in a speech: 
“IMMIGRANTS, NOT AUSTRALIANS, MUST ADAPT… Take It Or Leave It…This idea of Australia being a multi-cultural community has served only to dilute our sovereignty and our national identity. And as Australians, we have our own culture, our own society, our own language and our own lifestyle…We will accept your beliefs, and will not question why. All we ask is that you accept ours, and live in harmony and peaceful enjoyment with us… If you aren't happy here then LEAVE”  
For me this speech is about letting anyone who wants to go to Australia must be a part of their society, and if you don’t like the way it is done then you can leave.  
I believe that Howard is right and if the government of the U.S. will accept people to stay in this country, then these people should integrate into society and learn the language, history, and all other important things of this country that matter.  I am not suggesting that they should let go of their own traditions and culture but they should also accept and adapt to the ones from this country.
Second solution: This is a more drastic solution.  If the native born citizens feel like they are being replaced by these illegals, then they need to step in.  This is their own country and they should have the right to be the first choice.  The denial for a lease on rental apartments would have a huge impact on illegals; if they don’t have a place to live, staying in the U.S. will be difficult.  What’s more important is to make the government charge big penalties to the businesses that hire illegals.  If the illegals don’t have a place to live or a job, they would leave by themselves and no extra money would be necessary to spend and the U.S. would have the country free of illegals.
	Reinforcement of the borders is a national security job and not only can it help by keeping the illegals out but the threats that concern the U.S.  It is not so much a danger of life and death having a bunch of illegal Latinos taking jobs and benefits that belong to the native citizens, but the terrorists are making their way to the US in the same method Latinos do.  Schlafly states that people who are in this country illegal come with visas but never leave and not always come looking for a better life or underpaid jobs.  He says:  
“… Student visas (many of which are given to Third World applicants) are a major cause of fraud… Some of the 9/11 hijackers entered the United States legally on visas, and then just never departed when their visas expired… Tracking people who come into the United States and requiring them to leave when their visas expire is an essential component of national security. Failure to implement such a system means our government doesn't care about protecting our borders.”
Conclusion
This is a great country, democracy and freedom is at the head, humanity and compassion are in its heart, law and justices on its hands, loyalty and honesty at its feet.  With all of these qualities this country should be perfect, but IT’S NOT.  The government is letting the rich people, with their entire power and money, make many decisions.  The big business is commanding the future of this country and leading it to their conveniences.  Where is all of this going to end up?  Into socialism or something worse. 
	The government is so busy figuring out how to keep up with the standards of living that Americans are used to having that it is letting many details slip through the crack.
